OPENING PRAYER				
Father Mike led the opening prayer.

APPROVAL OF 2/03/25 MINUTES		
John Lubniewski made the motion to approve the Minutes as amended.
Henry seconded the motion. Unanimously approved.

PARKING LOT UPDATE

Regarding the property to the south – it is under contract and everything is in the hands of the lawyers, so it should be ours pretty soon. 
John Lubniewski asked if we will retain the same number of handicapped spaces in front of the church. Joanne Boyko said handicapped spaces have to be a certain width due to regulations, so it is questionable. Bart Weakley said the handicapped will benefit.

REVIEW LITURGICAL CALENDAR FOR MARCH                                                  
Led by Joanne Boyko until Father’s arrival
· On Tuesday, March 4, we have Pancake supper followed by Mass.
· Lenten Friday Soup Suppers, followed by Stations of the Cross, begin this week. Readings for Stations to be divided among English- and Spanish-speakers. Joanne circulated the list of Meatless Soup Suppers.

Given by Father Mike
· There will be a parish cleanup in preparation for the Confirmation (April 5). The Cleanup will take place on March 22.
· Emmaus women will be helping with cooking for the Pancake supper. Altar servers will set up chairs and tables.
· Participation in the Soup and Stations events will be divided among Ministries. Joanne and Father resolved some questions about who is to cover the readings for Stations.
· Diocesan in-Service training, in relation to the National Plan for Hispanic Ministries. We will be the Regional Center. We will locally implement the national plan.
ONLINE SEMINAR ORGANIZED BY THE BISHOP’S OFFICE, HELD FRIDAY, FEB. 28
It concerned Immigration and Youngkin order deputizing police. There has been a conscious effort to educate the community. 
Police have asked us to educate potentially affected communities on the following:
· Don’t give police a reason to pull people over
· Maintain vehicles properly
· Avoid drunk driving, make use of designated drivers
· Address police respectfully

Two recent incidents were cited:
1) Somewhere in the state there was an incident with a man in a mask, saying “I just want to look”
2) another incident took place during a service
If it is someone in uniform, duly deputized, we are not there to impede the execution of the law. No one can impede the action, if authorities have a legally signed warrant. However, if they do not have a warrant signed by judge, we can challenge them. In the two incidents cited above, non-deputized people were disrupting worship. In such cases, we can call the police or 911 and say that there is a suspicious person walking around. But we must avoid getting into an altercation.
We need to create a safety plan to designate one person for each of our three weekend masses to deal with such situations.
As the lawyer said during the seminar, you also can’t lie to a duly deputized person. If something goes wrong, the lawyer for the Diocese will ask if we followed procedure.
If someone calls and asks for documentation like I-9, we should have them sit down while we call the Diocese. We don’t get entangled with legal matters – let the Diocese handle it. We should be able to continue our parish life, more or less, as usual.
Churches are no longer sanctuaries. If a uniformed officer comes with a warrant for “John,” You cannot interfere.
Joanne suggested we get Mr. Langley on the safety group – he knows a lot about rules and regulations.


OLD BUSINESS
· Review/Execution of Motions in 2025
· Safety plan/Panic button – Father spoke with our Business Manager; she said to do the panic button as an add-on through our company, the one that handles our alarm system. We have to check with our supplier to see if they install cameras.
· Rectory maintenance and repairs. It is not in the budget, so we need to do fundraising for Rectory repairs.
· Housekeeper (question raised by Henry).Father said he already has one.
· PPC member photos for the bulletin – Lou said he gave the “memory stick” to the girl in the office

Father thanked John Lubniewski for installing an extra electrical outlet in the Sanctuary, arranging it so people won’t trip on the cord.

CONCERNS/OTHER ITEMS OF IMPORTANCE		
· Bulletins: Esther Corpus asked if we can have the bulletins printed in color and if someone can do proof-reading. She offered to proof-read and to inquire about the price with printers. Father agreed to her work. Joanne said she will need to consult with the Office Manager. Bart also suggested finding out what our office printer is capable of.
· Determining the time for Saturday Vigil Mass. Joanne said we might consider surveying parishioners. 
· Scripture study group. Bart Weakley said he will discuss Kings I and II in Fall, and Ezrah and Nehamiah in Spring, and that will cover all of Jewish history.
· Bart said he will step down as Grand Knight of our Knights of Columbus chapter in April, due to health issues.
· We will send representatives to the March 15 Diocesan Meeting.
